Five Things to Pray as a Family

Each Friday, we are encouraged to gather with our families (and whomever we choose,
especially in our digital age) and pray together, seeking God'’s grace, mercy, forgiveness,
and love.

The prayer of faith will save the sick, and the Lord will raise them
up; and anyone who has committed sins will be forgiven. Therefore confess your
sins to one another, and pray for one another, so that you may be healed. The
prayer of the righteous is powerful and effective” (James 5:13-16).

Together, here are 5 things for which to pray:
1- Pray for those who are sick, especially those with COVID-19, and those
suffering with the loss of loved ones during this time.

2- Pray for our nation, that God would provide healing and peace.

3- Pray for God to raise up faithful leaders, that those who hold positions of
authority would serve with the guidance of the Holy Spirit.

4- Pray for our families, friends, and loved ones, that God would be with them
and guard them in His grace.

5- Pray for our enemies, that God would turn their hearts to repent and offer
forgiveness to us all.
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
